What You Will Learn: 
This is a beginning quilting class.   
We’ll talk about fabrics, selecting a project, quilters’ tools, the “language” of quilting and 
lots more.  We will be working on a crib-size quilt using the book “First-Time 
Quiltmaking, Learning to Quilt in Six Easy Lessons”.    We will go through the whole 
process – cutting and piecing the quilt top, all the way to quilting, making and attaching 
the binding and adding the label.   
 

Required Book:   “First-Time Quiltmaking, Learning to Quilt in Six Easy Lessons”  
 

Prior to Class: 
Please familiarize yourself with your sewing machine.   
You should know how to thread your machine and how to wind a bobbin.   
 

Supplies: 
- Sewing Machine in good working order, instruction manual and cords 

- Needles for sewing machine (75/11, or 80/12) 

- Quarter inch foot for machine 

- Pins 

- Good quality thread to match or compliment the quilt top and backing for the 
actual quilting – (This thread can be used for the piecing also) 

- Neutral colored, good quality thread for the piecing, if desired 

- Scissors 

- Seam ripper 

- Rotary cutter (with new blade) 

- *Rotary cutting mat* 

- *Rotary cutting rulers (6 ½” x 12 ½” and 6 ½ x 24)*  

- Fabrics for the quilt listed on page 57 
¾ yard focus fabric 
1/3 yard each of 3 different fabrics for rail fence blocks 
1-½ yards for backing 
1/3 yard for binding  

- Batting (40” x 52”) 
 

*Dragonfly has some mats and rulers that will be available to us during class
